Jane Ginsborg on Euroopa Kognitiivsete Muusikateaduste
Uhingu endine president (2012-2015) ja praegu ajakirja Musicae Scientise peatoimetaja. Ta on épiku

kaasautor (Oxford University Press, 2021) ning avaldanud artikleid ja raamatupeatiikke, mis kasitlevad
individuaalset ja Uhist eksperdipraktikat, proovi ja esinemist, eelkdige seoses laulmisega; muusikute
tervist ja heaolu, tervisekirjaoskust ja vastupidavust; praktikast lahtuvat uurimisté6d ja virtuoossust.

JANE GINSBORG studied music at the University of York and singing at the Guildhall School of Music
and Drama in London. In the late 1970s and 1980s she established a successful career as a freelance
concert singer specializing in 20th century and contemporary music before taking a bachelor’s degree
in psychology with the Open University (1994) and a PhD at Keele University (1999). She is Professor
of Music Psychology and Associate Director of Research at the Royal Northern College of Music
(Manchester, UK) where she has worked since 2005. Former President of the European Society for the
Cognitive Sciences of Music (2012-2015), she is currently Editor-in-Chief of the journal Musicae Scientiee.
She has co-authored a textbook, Performing Music Research: Methods in Music Education, Psychology,
and Performance Science (Oxford University Press, 2021), and many articles and book chapters on
expert individual and collaborative practice, rehearsal and performance, particularly involving singing;
musicians’ health and well-being, health literacy and resilience; practice-led research; and virtuosity.

TOOMAS SIITAN on |dpetanud Tallinna Riikliku Konservatooriumi 1981. aastal heliloojadiplomiga
ning omandanud doktorikraadi muusikateaduse alal Lundi Ulikooli juures. 1986. aastast 6petab
ta muusikaajalugu Eesti Muusika- ja Teatriakadeemias (EMTA; alates 2004. aastast professorina)
ning oli 2013. aastast muusikateaduse osakonna juhataja, 2018-2023 muusikateaduse 6ppejuht.
Siitani peamised uurimisvaldkonnad on varase lddne muusika ajalugu ja esteetika, muusikaelu Eestis
kuni 20. sajandini, samuti Arvo Pirdi muusika, millest ta on lugenud kursusi nii Tartu Ulikoolis kui ka
EMTAs. Toomas Siitan oli pikka aega Eesti Muusikateaduse Seltsi esimees (1992-1997, 2003-2013), Eesti
Muusikanéukogu aseesimees (1999-2017) ja Rahvusvahelise Himnoloogiaiihingu juhatuse liige (1993-
2005). 2019. aastast on ta Arvo Pardi Keskuse loomendukogu liige. Tegutseb ka dirigendina ning alates
1994. aastast toimub tema juhtimisel Haapsalu vanamuusikafestival.

TOOMAS SIITAN graduated as a composer from Tallinn State Conservatoire in 1981 and received his
PhD in musicology from the University of Lund. Since 1986 he has been teaching music history at the
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Estonian Academy of Music and Theatre (EAMT). In 2004 he was promoted to Professor and in 2013 he
became the Head of the Department of Musicology; from 2018 to 2023 he was the Head of Musicology
Studies. Siitan’s main areas of research are the history and aesthetics of early Western music and music
life in Estonia until the 20t century, as well as the music of Arvo Part. He has taught courses on Part’s
music both at the University of Tartu and at EAMT. For many years Toomas Siitan was the Chair of the
Board of the Estonian Musicological Society (1992-1997, 2003-2013), Vice-Chairman of the Board of the
Estonian Music Council (1999-2017), and board member of the International Fellowship for Research in
Hymnology (1993-2005). Since 2019 he has been a member of the Artistic Advisory Board of the Arvo
Part Centre. He is also active as a conductor and serves as the artistic director of the Haapsalu Early
Music Festival, which has been held since 1994.

TONU TANNBERG on Tartu Ulikooli Eesti ajaloo professor ja Eesti Teaduste Akadeemia liige. Tema
uurimistoo keskmes on Eesti ajaloo ja laiemalt Baltikumi ajaloo erinevad aspektid 18. sajandi algusest
kuni 20. sajandi viimase kiimnendini. Tema viimaste aastate Uldisemateks uurimisteemadeks on olnud
(1) Moskva kontrollimehhanismid ja sovetiseerimisprotsessi iseloomulikud jooned (keskuse ja perifeeria
voimusuhted), (2) Baltikumi Vene impeeriumi sdjalisse slisteemi integreerimise eriparad (keskendudes
eelkdige Napoleoni sddade ajastule, s6javaekohustuse ajaloole ja Esimese maailmasdja perioodile)
ning (3) Uhiskonna vaimuelu suukorvistamise mehhanismid ja selle protsessi institutsionaalne ning
ideoloogiline raamistik hilisstalinistlikus ENSVs.

TONU TANNBERG is a Professor of History at the University of Tartu and a member of the Estonian
Academy of Sciences. Various aspects of Estonian history and, more broadly, the history of the Baltic
region from the start of the 18™ century to the last decade of the 20t century are at the centre of
his research. The more general themes of his research of the past few years have been (1) Moscow’s
control mechanisms and the characteristic traits of the Sovietisation process (centre-periphery
power relations) in the Estonian SSR and in other Baltic Soviet republics in the context of political
developments in the Soviet Union and Eastern Europe, (2) the distinct features and consequences of
the integration of the Baltic region into the Russian Empire’s military system (focusing primarily on
the era of the Napoleonic Wars, the history of military conscription, and the period of the First World
War), and (3) mechanisms for muzzling intellectual life in society and the institutional and ideological
framework of that process in the late-Stalinist Estonian SSR.
